The Heritage Centre is an extremely interesting Visitor Attraction located within St. Columba's Parish Church. It caters for all ages and tastes. The variety of exhibits range from pre Christian times and includes a history of the Church and information about many residents of Largs with an emphasis on the 18th Century and includes some of today's well known sons and daughters.


The Church itself is well worth visiting to inspect the outstanding stained glass windows and ornate carvings. Built in 1892, the original Church is believed to have been built around 625 AD.





What We Do


St. Columba’s Parish Church is presently in a vacancy situation. This means that we do not have a permanent minister and we are awaiting Presbytery permission to call a Minister.


During this period we are being ably led and looked after by our Interim Moderator Rev. Jim Teasdale and our Locum Minister Rev. Bill Armstrong.


St. Columba’s Parish Church has an enthusiastic and forward thinking congregation who are committed to serving God. In 2001 the Church of Scotland produced a report called Church Without Walls. This report called on Church members to step out of their comfort zone and to meet the people in the market place, in the same way that Jesus carried out his ministry, in the midst of ordinary life.


In order to work towards achieving this ideal we opened a Heritage Centre in 2009.


This enables the Church to open seven days a week, providing an opportunity for quiet prayer and reflection. We also introduced flexible seating which allows us to host Church and local events within our beautiful sanctuary. Our overall aim is to serve the people of Largs by being a Church at the Heart of the Community.

















As Interim Moderator may I on behalf of the Kirk Session and Congregation of St Columba’s Parish Church, introduce you to our beautiful Church which is situated on the sea front at the bottom of Nelson Street. We are part of the National Church of Scotland.
